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How to Apply

SOPHAS 

SOPHAS is the most commonly used online application among schools of public health. (To see a list of schools that work with SOPHAS, click here.) When filling out SOPHAS, much like the common application, you will need to provide a variety of information including: 

· all work and volunteer experience 
· a minimum of three references
· personal essay
· coursework and official transcript
· applicable test scores 
· resume/CV 

All of this information will be required, regardless of the school you are hoping to attend. In addition to the application component, SOPHAS provides a wealth of other information about applying to schools of public health. They offer webinars discussing topics from how to pay for your graduate education to the value of a graduate degree. They offer tips on using the SOPHAS platform, reminding applicants of key points to double check before submitting their application. SOPHAS also offers a calendar of recruitment events for prospective students. They list open houses that will be taking places on campus, off campus at graduate fairs, and online open houses for students who are not able to travel to campus, but still wish to learn more about the program. HAMPCAS
HAMPCAS is a similar application process to SOPHAS; however, they specifically focus on applicants to graduate programs in health administration, healthcare management, and health policy. They work with a smaller pool of programs; however, they are specialized programs focusing on students who want to enter into the aforementioned fields.
